(EPA). Currently, hundreds of Texas Stream
Team volunteers collect water quality data
on lakes, rivers, and streams throughout
Texas. Volunteers complete three phases
of training using a test kit that measures
physical and chemical parameters in water.

Those interested in water quality are
invited to participate in a free one-day
training session related to water quality
sampling and monitoring techniques. The
one-day course will provide an educational
background and certification to collect qual-
ity-assured water samples and record other
important water quality data. Volunteers
are asked to monitor their site(s) monthly,
at the same time of day each month, for two
years. Monitoring takes approximately one
to two hours.
